Postcard series: minimum of four cards/maximum 10


measurements: 4x6 inches or 5x7 inches. resolution for print: 300dpi ront design only /back not required. 


format: vertical or horizontal. . .you determine how to read them


Text must be included, not simply as text, but as a part of the design structure. [shown in sketches prior to beginning project]


First round rough sketches will be due on Monday January 23.  


Finalized sketches will be due by Wednesday, January 25. 

           [of course those are still subject to change]

· Use specific color strategies and compositional elements/forms in design construct.

· Be sure you can explain/defend those strategies. [critical review of work]


Images may not come from web/internet direct resource.  Not on this project—later, yes. Now, no. Images for this project must be generated with a camera [digital or analog] or the scanner.  This is working with digital input devices.  If you have a question in regard to this, ask.


Source files will be a portion of the grading component [resource].  Keep copies, store them digitally or put them in your sketchbooks. Turn in with project/show work


Use a minimum of three image clips or portions per postcard. The work should be clean, the edges of objects in a construct that becomes believable space.  Use the collage/montage construct to achieve this result.


research who are either collage artists or use digital application techniques.  Bring in a list of six artists on Wednesday January 25.  we’ll do websearches on their work.  [quiz grade]


Repeating a postcard design [topic] only valid if it is a part of your conceptual idea and there is significant change that shows your proficiency with the program. [so let’s say you could if it meets the criteria conceptually and within the framework of color/composition/functionality—the entire aesthetic of the work].  Be original. No plagiarized design/image construction.

Final work should be in presentation format. How would this work be viewed? Would there be a context for their display? What type of cardstock or paper would be appropriate for their travel through the mail system?  Tactility and surface applications might also be considered.

· Images will be printed and trimmed to size, on a postcard effective stock for mailing.

· The plan is to mail at least one of your cards to someone [the receiver] --maybe in the SAAH office?-- so we could track the end result.  This, on a digital front, would make Ray Johnson proud to have been associated with our version of mail art!  Perhaps in his honor we should watch the movie, How to Draw A Bunny. 

· . Saved for web.  Upon completion of the print portion of the project, you will reformat your saved files [giving them a separate name] and change the document[s] over to screen resolution, 72dpi.  All files should be turned in on a data cd. Including the print versions.  Keep your own documents in a separate copy, most likely these will not be returned.

The label should contain the following information:  first and last name, project title [postcards], semester of completion, file names.
