midterm. Artist research:  due March 22, beginning of class

information for your papers:
write a critical essay specifically addressing a time based work [or the way the artist works with time] and how the artist constructs a 'time space',--the environment that you experience when seeing the work.

some artists maintain a distance between the work and the viewer [that you are an observer, not a participant]. others use a more phenomenological approach, engaging the audience within the context of the work--like paul mccarthy's work.  others are narrative [anri sala], some experiential [francis alys, douglas gordon], some political. . .
what i want you to address is how those artists make those choices, the success of the particular works reduced to the use of image, tools and time and then the viewing space. how should this work be seen?
choose an artist whose work you have access to and could show examples of/make reference to within the writing.  [the simplest thing is to use one of the artists from the point of view series we looked at last night, as the artist interviews are included on the dvd].
the artists in point of view series: joan jonas, douglas gordon, francis alys, isaac julien, david claerbout, anri sala, pippilotti rist, pierre huyghe, paul mccarthy, william kentridge, gary hill.
there are other artists that could be selected--michel gondry, spike jonze, errol morris, bill viola, jenny holzer, vito acconci, the brothers quay, and the index series--peter tscherrkassy, kurt kren, manfred neuwirth, gustav deutsch.
for this project limit yourself to what you can find, work you have viewed, what you might choose to research.  [all of those pieces should be in the art and architecture library, and many many more].
if you elect to work with an artist beyond this list, we should discuss that.
papers--3-5 pages. printed, either 1 1/2 space or double spaced.
due at the beginning of class march 22
