Color Printing > Epson 2200

1. Make sure Working CMYK is selected, unless you are working with a specific print profile. 

View > Proof Set Up > Working CMYK
3. Run through normal set up for Print with Preview window. (paper orientation, size)
4. Click Print
5. Select Epson 2200 as printer. AND pick Print Settings from pull down menu.
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6. a. Pick your Media Type. (which paper you print to)—Gloss, Luster, Velvet, Plain)
    b. Select Mode settings to Advanced > Print Quality > 1440dpi.


(on preview/practice paper, use 360dpi)
    c. check Print Quality and uncheck High Speed.
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7. Choice for Color Toning if you need to make adjustments.
