Photography_Grading Standards of Visual Work:
 
“A” work:
 
1.     Seeks to go beyond the parameters of the project
2.     Exhibits the artist personal style and creative ability
3.     Shows innovation and imagination in realizing the projects
4.     The artist’s work grabs and keeps the viewer’s attention
5.     The work expresses an idea/opinion clearly and persuasively
6.     The work becomes a learning experience for the viewer in that it teaches, informs, reminds, etc.
7.     Utilizes technical methods and /or presentation materials to enhance and support the message/concept in the work
8.     Is free of unintentional errors or flaws
 
 
“B” work:
 
Fulfills points 4-8, and demonstrates overall excellence but is lacking in points 1-3.
 
“C” work:
 
Realizes point 4-8 adequately, and demonstrates overall competence, but contains a few, relatively minor errors or flaws.  “C” work may show great imagination and originality, but those qualities do not make up for technically poor or careless work.
 
“D” work:
 
Fails to realize some elements of 4-8 adequately, and contains many serious errors or flaws, and usually many minor ones as well.
 
“F” work:
 
Fails to realize several elements of 4-8 adequately, and contains many serious errors or flaws, and usually many minor ones as well.
 
 

















Photography
Participation:
 
You are expected to participate in all reading discussions, presentations and critiques; 15 % of your grade will be based on your participation. 
 
“A” Level participation (20 points):
To receive a high participation grade you must always be at every critique and discussion.  You not only have to be present, but actively participate in all discussions and critique the work of your peers.  
Active participation means always contributing to the discussions at hand.
 
“B” Level participation (17 points):
To receive a “B” level participation grade you must always be at every critique and discussion.  In addition to your presence, you actively participate within a large number of discussions and critiques.
 
“C” Level participation (15 points):
To receive a “C” level participation grade you must attend all critiques and discussions but only occasionally participate in discussions.
 
“D” to “F” Level participation (12 points):
To have a “D” level participation grade you are present for the majority of critiques and discussions, but seldom participate.  

Note that a “D” level participation grade in effect says that you were more of a distraction rather than a contributor to the discussion or critique.  
Three specific distractions during critiques or discussions have zero tolerance and you will receive an automatic zero, in addition to being asked to leave the discussion area.  
Other disciplinary measures may be taken as well.
 
 
Mid – Critiques:
*Mid –critiques have required attendance. Mid-critiques are usually 1-2 weeks prior to a project due date.  This semester mid-critiques will be held for Project 3, 4 & 5 and individual meetings will be held for Project 2. Each student must show their work progression on projects to this point.  Mid-critiques give each student important feedback before their final grade and presentation of their project.
