Project 12. simultaneous contrast and interpreting color fields.

Lab/color experiment.

Simultaneous contrast.

Interpretive color (reading as color psychologies).

Bring in a minimum of 8 paint chip/charts (from a paint supply store)

We will combine them to make new color names, then define and interpret each through color and image. (what color or composition exemplifies the color name)

Make color fields for each combined name description. 

A minimum of two colors is required.  Maximum is infinite.

You should consider the image and the way it reads in weight, form and color.  You may manipulate old forms, or construct new ones for this project.  Consider the image abstraction as well and apply that to the field.  Alter the forms (from your drawings) to help you convey the message about the color.

You will need to justify your color and image choices in regard to the terminology

(oxymorons, literary images, combinations of descriptors found on paint chips. . .) through either verbalization or writing.  Describe your rationale for each piece.

Four images should be completed and presented as either print media, or in terms of a .gif file with tweening and other activity within that interactive space.  

Due at the end of class.  

If you print the images, do so at no larger than 5”x7 (or square of 5”x5”.  

Files should also be saved digitally, with your name.
