Project 7. value scale

Due March 15 

Objective. Comprehensive study of gradient in wet and dry media.  Technical skill/technique/craft through painting and drawing.

Make three value scales, with 10 values each.

1) pencil. Blend to remove texture, consistent fill. Pencil, not charcoal.

2) ink. Make consistent ink washes. Use India ink.

3) gouache. Mix black and white paint to generate consistent value.

Use 1 inch squares on Bristol board.

1/2” space between.  

1 inch border at top and each side1 (leaves 1 1/2” at bottom)

First square is white, last square is black.

Make even steps (visual) as you move through the gradation.  

Each square should have a consistent fill, including corners

Paper size:  3 1/2” x 17”  (11x17 paper split into 3 sections]  

clean edge trim/ cut with paper cutter or knife.  Use straight edge for cutting.
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
