Resizing Your Images

1. Go to Image > Image Size from the options window.
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2. Uncheck Resample Image! This will preserve the pixel dimensions of your image…so no pixels are lost.
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3. Change the resolution of your image to 240ppi (Printers work at 240 or 360) to match the Epson Inkjet setting. 

4. The Width and Height in the document size will be the maximum size that you can print.


5. If you want to alter Width and Height. Turn Resample back on. Set to Bicubic Sharper. Then plug-in desired dimension for one of the sides. The other dimension will be changed automatically once you click in that line. Once this step is down and saved, you can’t go back. You can also wait to alter print size until you are printing. You still alter resolution in Image Size here. But then use Scale to Media option in Print preview.
