Project: collaborative project with an artist (from resource list) and accompanying presentation.

Objective. Artist research and project collaboration.  Interpretation of media and form with presentation to the class as an introduction to both the student and the artist’s work.

Selected artist research: should include resources (list sources, including books, magazines, website, personal interview/contact, etc.)

Written paper/document should be contextual, relate to both the artist and the student project, provide insightful information regarding the process of the project, and follow a clear vision/narrative in the way the project was conceived and manifested.

Be concise but thorough, and provide a background for your project.

As collaborators, you should treat your artist with respect—but as an equal in this project.  Consider the experience of the artist as well as your own contributions.

Projects should be completed and ready for presentation by the class time designated.  

This is the introduction of the work to the general population, and the opportunity to describe both the work of your artist and yourself to your audience.  Conduct the presentation as necessary, allowing questions from the audience at some point.  

You should already have worked out how you will present your work, and where the group will see it.  Have your presentation ready to go on time, per assigned schedule.  Any props or travel time must be considered, as we are on a time schedule.

This paper and presentation will incorporate the independent final project listed for the course.  

Make the presentation in a professional way, including your appearance.
