Objective:  working with lines : dividing /unifying spaces. [straight lines. Part 1]

Using a square  viewfinder to divide the space, make reference drawings from the 10 observation sketches.

Taking those abstracted/simplified structures of the isolated forms, reconfigure the spaces with line structures that follow the same visual path [curvilinear].   The forms should be modified to read as curved lines.  Use a curve template, circle template, or curve path as a drawing utensil.

[lines may be compressed, condensed, divided, multiplied, removed or added]

Make sketches of your potential solutions and select six for reproduction.

Generate the final version on a smooth surface Bristol board. 

Use a black rolling ball ink pen to avoid line/ink bleeding.  

Show original sketches and comp sketches with final.

size format: final version.

6 4”x4” squares with modified straight line forms

squares should have inked edges 


11x17 bristol board will contain all 6 squares 

11x14 bristol board will contain 3 squares [two rows]

layout:

11x17”

left and right sides each have 1.5 inch border, with 1 inch between each square

3 squares on the top, three squares on the bottom

top and bottom borders are 1 inches each, with 1 inch between squares.
