WIFT Project 3: Photoshop Applications

CD Packaging Layout

This project will include creating both the front and back of a cd booklet. The subject could be your favorite musician (Ex. B.B. King, Elton John...etc) or you can create a cover for a CD/DVD of your own work 

The goal of this project is to learn the basics of image adjusting while still incorporating what you have previously learned. I suggest you all continue to with mulitiple layers and do not flatten your image until the project is complete. (Details Below)

Project Specifications:

1. You should create 2 files 4.75 x 4.75 inches 

   (Resolution 300dpi)

2. Show use of image adjusting by using levels,

    hue/saturation and color balance

3. Also bring into your layout an element that has been converted to grayscale or duotone and use illustrator in the image layering and/or text to indicate that you know how to manipulate the pen tool and make text into objects.

4. Include on the front with your image the artist name and album title (Readable) 

   (Both the artist name and album title should be a different size and font)

5. On the back include with your image a readable track listing of songs or your image menu/index. (Must be more than 20 words total) (Use Spell Check!)

6. When both the front and back are complete flatten/merge your images and place both into document that is 9.5 x 4.75 inches / Resolution 72dpi (Save original files with layers separately just incase you need them later / upload them to plaza.ufl.edu)

7. When you are finished upload the merged 9.5 x 4.75 image to your Bengal account.  Be sure you also reduce a second file to 72dpi for the web.  Print the files if you’d like to use them, and use them on your website.

This is a great opportunity for you all to experiment with the photoshop and illustrator software and ask any questions that may arise. This will be the last print media project.
