part2:self:portrait


1 import image from digital source


take photo with digital camera and use usb cable to import image to desktop


[I have a digital camera available, cell phone cameras, you can use scanned photos or images.]


2 import minimum of two other images from internet/ or other digital resource [scanner, still image from quicktime movie, etc]


3 resize image/format to minimum 4x6 inches/maximum 8x10 inches


4 use clone tool, adjust size of tool


5 work on separate foreground+background layers


6 use image enhancement tool [curves, brightness, levels, etc] Image> Adjustments


7 use lasso tool marquee to separate image, copy and paste (separating layers)


8 use a minimum of four filters, two transform tools


9 include text in a readable font/application


10 merge layers and print comp prior to final printing.  Print Dialog box > A201


11 save the file under your name, check image size. print file specifications: 300 dpi, jpeg file


12 resize+rename the file, change dpi to 72 and image size to 4x6 inches (or proportionate). Email screen file to me: higginska@missouri.edu
